We all know the old joke, “How do you get to Carnegie Hall?” The answer? “Practice, practice, practice.” What they don’t tell you is that if you suck at piano, you can just wait twenty years and write a book instead.

I’ve lived in New York City on and off for ten years of my life. I studied acting there, I launched my musical there, and I first started writing fiction there. And yet it’s so incredibly different to set your novel in NYC, because it still feels like the city lives in a snow globe on your shelf instead of outside your very window.

I never put my name on a lease in those ten years, mainly because I didn’t want to buy a couch, but also because I never wanted to be tied down to a certain neighborhood. I lived in both Gwen’s neighborhood and Mabel’s neighborhood, and, like Gwen, I also enjoyed pretending I lived by the park like Alex and Ava. This story was always set in New York City to me, much like Forget Me Not was set in Sacramento. I gave Gwen the exact Washington Heights/Inwood apartment that I lived in when the pandemic hit, knowing how ridiculous it was to live somewhere without a bedroom door, a living room, or a dining room, because I knew the hustle culture that Gwen did, living paycheck to paycheck just to live on the island.

There are films and books set in NYC that defined so many of us. Setting a story in New York sometimes feels like it has a certain weight to it—like there’s a multiverse thing happening, in which Gwen could share a train with Kathleen Kelly on her way to Shop Around the Corner, or Alex could have bumped into Harry and Sally at the Strand. That’s how I like to think of it, anyway.

The fictional Manhattan Pops orchestra is of course based on the New York Pops, who play at Carnegie Hall. I hope that when you are next in New York, you will consider supporting live theatre or live music performance, and that you’ll imagine yourself in the NYC multiverse. It’s pretty grand there.

5. In what ways do Ava and Nathan’s relationship and Gwen and Alex’s relationship echo each other? In what ways are they different?

6. Why do you think Ava allowed Nathan to push Alex so much as a child? Do you think she chose Nathan over Alex’s well-being, or she assumed Alex wanted to be pushed because of his own obvious ambition and drive?

7. Gwen is pulled in so many different directions by the people around her (Mabel wants her to go to Juilliard; Ava/Nathan want her to be the face of the Pops; Alex wants her to compose with him and go on tour), but at what point do you think Gwen finally decides what she wants and why? Do you think Gwen made the right decisions for her career and for herself?

8. Why do you think it was so difficult for Gwen to fully immerse herself in the music?

9. Gwen was presented with a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to open for U2 with Thorne and Roses. Do you think Gwen should have followed her dreams despite being under contract with the Pops? Do you think she had too much loyalty to the Pops, or to Ava and Nathan?

10. Do you think it’s a bad idea to mix business with a relationship?

11. What do you hope Gwen and Alex do next? Where would you like them to perform?
